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STUDENT COLLABORATION

1. Set up a bulletin board that students can use to post questions, look for shots, or get help with technical issues. Once students begin working on their projects, the teacher may want to begin classes with Stand Up Meetings for the first five or ten minutes of each class period. This activity allows students to brainstorm or solve technical or design problems in order to make class time more productive. 

2. Take 2’s student/teacher collaborative site (www.take2videos.ning.com) has a wealth of tools: wikis, chats, forums, video and photos pages, and other social networking resources.  It requires a sign in and is regularly policed by teachers and web administrators.  This collaborative site allows students to connect with each other, with other schools, across states and even overseas.  Students can also watch videos created by other classes and view photos of their classroom and field activities.  They can even post their projects and (by prior arrangement with Take 2) get feedback from professional producers in the field!
